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Notice of Revisions to Forecasts for the Fiscal Year Ended March 31, 2022
and Extraordinary Loss

(2) Reasons for revisions

i. The revised sales forecast is the result of the positive effect of the strong performance of the

fashion business in the fourth quarter and the negative effect of the significant impact on the
ANNIVERSAIRE and bridal business and entertainment business of the increase in COVID-19
cases caused by a new variant.

ii. The operating profit and ordinary profit forecasts reflect higher earnings in the fashion business

and lower earnings in businesses affected by the increase in COVID-19 cases.

The forecast for profit attributable to owners of parent reflects an extraordinary gain on the sale of

non-current assets, which was announced on February 8, 2022, and an increase in impairment

losses on non-current assets.

2. Extraordinary loss (impairment loss)

AOKI Holdings expects to post a loss of 2,244 million yen for the impairment of non-current assets at

the end of the current fiscal year based on an examination of prospects for recovering the value of these

assets in the future in accordance with the Accounting Standard for Impairment of Fixed Assets.
