TCFD recommends companies to assess 

the financial impact of climate change risks and opportunities on management and disclose 

information based on governance, strategy, risk Management, and metrics & targets.

The TCFD Consortium was established in 2019 as a platform for discussions on effective 

disclosures by companies and efforts to facilitate appropriate investment decisions by financial 

institutions based on the information disclosed. In the consortium, TCFD supporter companies 

and financial institutions are promoting these initiatives.
